CERTIFICATE III IN TRANSPORT & DISTRIBUTION (COASTAL MARITIME 
OPERATIONS – MASTER CLASS 5) 

 
 

INTRODUCTION 

 
Every commercial vessel needs the ‘skipper’ or person in charge to hold a Certificate of 
Competency issued by a State Authority. In New South Wales, the State Authority is NSW 
Maritime Authority.  
 
This handbook contains information on how to achieve the Certificate III in Transport & 
Distribution (Coastal Maritime Operations – Master Class 5). Although candidates are still required 
to sit an oral examination with a NSW Maritime Assessor to complete the Certificate of 
Competency, ALL necessary units of the Maritime Training Package TDM30407 required to present 
at NSW Maritime are completed. 
 
Information regarding sea time requirements and how sea time is logged and proved is also 
included in this handbook. For further information on company and training policies see our 
‘Student Handbook’, also available for download on the website.  
 
 

VOCATIONAL OUTCOME 

 
In general terms, the holder of an unrestricted Certificate of Competency (CoC) as Master 5 is 
qualified to act in the following position: 
 

 Master of trading vessels less than 24 metres in length, operating up to 100 nautical miles 
from the Australian coast (Endorsable to 200 nautical miles). 

 
Further, upon completion of this course you will also obtain the International Yacht Training (IYT) 
Master of Yachts 200gt Limited which enables the holder to act as: 
 

 Master of a vessel up to 200gt in displacement, operating up to 150 nautical miles from 
any coastline worldwide (Can be endorsed to have no operational limits with further 
training).  
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CONDITIONS OF ENROLMENT 

 
It is a condition of enrolment at Superyacht Crew Academy that you actively participate in your 
studies. Active participation is: submitting exercise assignments, attending all theory lessons, 
attending all practical sessions if applicable, completing units, sitting tests and exams, and making 
satisfactory progress in tutorial support.  
 
 
What are the minimum entry requirements to apply for the course? 
 

 A) Practical and theory skills to a level of competency of Mate 200 tons (Coastal) or 
Coxswain CoC including Navigation, Collision Regulations and Buoyage. If you do not have 
these skills you can take an intermediate course prior.  

  
 B) 50 days on board a yacht at sea as an active member of the crew (A ‘day’ is 24 

consecutive hours. ‘At sea’ means outside a harbour). 
  
 C) 3000 miles logged on a yacht while cruising at sea. This mileage must be on cruises or 

passages and not day trips. At least 2000 miles must have been on coastal voyages.  
  
 D) 5 varied passages with rhumb lines of over 60 miles, undertaking duties as skipper or 

watch keeper.  
  
 E) 30 hours on watch at night as an active member of a yacht's crew, acting as 

skipper/watch keeper for at least 6 hours.  
 

 F) Current medical exam and eyesight test (ENG1 medical exam)  
  
 G) Be at least 18 years of age  

 
If you are unsure whether you meet the above sea service requirements, please contact 
Superyacht Crew Academy office so they can assess your sea time. 
 
Further, if you have no experience, or have not yet reached this level of pre-course skill, then 
Superyacht Crew Academy offers you the chance to reach this level with our intermediate 
‘Fastrak’ sailing program. 
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COURSE STRUCTURE 

 
There are 22 units of competency in this qualification and all are compulsory to complete the 
Certificate. This course does require you, as the student, to spend time prior and during the course 
studying the texts and provided reading. The course units are grouped into clusters for training 
purposes and are delivered as follows:
